From Ancient Israel to Canon Law Considerations De Lege Ferenda

Readers of this issue of the Church Law Review will this time find a really varied set of arti-
cles from different periods and different countries, from ancient Israel, via ancient Rome, the
early modern age, the United States of America up to the present day. Common to all five
articles is an interest in a balanced and harmonious relationship between law and religion,
particularly in its historic aspect. The third article commemorates Benedict XV1 (1927-2022),
who passed away on the last day of last year, and is devoted to the highly topical subject of
Papa emeritus as a theological and canon law problem. So, a hot contemporary issue, even
calling out the need to regulate an important area of church law in the future!

But can history and the present even be separated? After all, legal-historical research most-
ly speaks to the present. And in two respects. Firstly, the present follows on from what hap-
pened in the past, i.e. to real history. Secondly, as we can observe by looking into ourselves
and into our closest colleagues and co-workers, we interpret the past in order to name the pre-
sent and to help students and experts in other fields to understand it better. And so we are al-
ways amazed when someone doubts the importance, and yes, the relevance of history to the
present and the future.

The first article, written by Professor Michal Skiejpek from Prague’s Faculty of Law,
a leading European expert on Roman law, provides us with a scientifically very well-informed
and inspiring interpretation of the legal status of Vestal Virgins in ancient Rome. The reader is
drawn into the Romans’ way of thinking and sees the respect that Roman society, despite be-
ing led by male warriors, showed to the Vestal Virgins. The ancient heritage, including its
religious ideas, needs to be continually brought to mind, since, together with Judaism and
Christianity, it forms the basis of Euro-Atlantic civilisation.

The article The Development of Religion Law in the United States of America Divided into
Periods from the 17 Century to the Present Day is from the author of these lines. The author
wanted to describe this relationship in chronological order and bring some new insights into
the history of American jurisprudence in the field of religion law (for example, into the so
called ‘wall of separation’ between the state and religious communities).

The above-mentioned, highly topical study by Associate Professor Drahomir Suchanek,
a leading expert on papal elections in the Middle Ages, considers the legal status that should
be held by a Pope Emeritus in canon law. It is undoubtedly necessary to regulate this area for
the future given the fundamental and decisive position of the papacy in canon law and the
need to protect this office that is so dear to all Catholics.

The legal historian Associate Professor Radim Seltenreich devoted his article to the law-
yer, philosopher, historian and theologian Samuel Pufendorf, who was active in the 17" cen-
tury. People reading this article will appreciate the author’s fresh style and impressive insight
into the life of this German thinker. Pufendorf spent part of his life in Sweden, created one of
the theories of natural law and his ideas influenced the Englishman John Locke and, through
him, the American Revolution.
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The article by Associate Professor Jifi Kasny, who teaches at the Anglo-American Univer-
sity in Prague, provides a systematic and thorough view of family law in the Book of Genesis.
In a synchronous manner, clearly and without unnecessary problematising, the article pro-
vides an overview of family relations in this first book of the Hebrew Bible, as well as the
Christian Old Testament. The article is a highly informed legal reflection and, at the same
time, a spiritually uplifting read.

We hope that we have inspired readers to immerse themselves in the pages of this issue of
the Church Law Review, which the editors have prepared with such pleasure.
